1. 5 minutes - Brief review of most relevant habitat features to consider with seabirds

2. 10 -15 minutes - Habitat data as it relates to survey design (the goal of which is distribution and abundance). Outline what types of data would be most valuable in interpreting survey results (e.g. SST, benthic mapping). These recommendations would be based on results of other seabird work (not limited to Atlantic). Discussions of where to locate these data sets, how to get them, etc. would occur in the day 2 break out session.  The latter (where are the data, how to get them) are things I do not know and I assume that’s part of the purpose of the group.

3. 10 -15 minutes - Habitat data as it relates to research (i.e., more of a species or taxa focus). What has been done in the Atlantic and what does it appear needs to be done? This could involve a cursory overview in a matrix form with holes, needs, and completions identified (e.g. seabird guilds along one axis, habitat categories along another, and comments in the cells displaying level of knowledge). Discussions of prioritizing these needs and identifying possible sources of funding or such would occur in the day 2 break out session.
